Two of my friends, Tsay, Chun-hung and Wu, Shuan-hui, are overweight. Tsay is a tall boy and Wu is a shorter girl. Both of them like to eat fatty and starchy food such as pork, fried chicken and potatoes. However, they rarely eat vegetables and fruit. They seldom exercise and do not like to walk. They usually ride motorcycles, take buses, or take taxies to get around. They drink a lot of soft drink such as Coke and Sprite; but seldom drink water.

If they want to lose weight, I think they should have to change their diet and lifestyles. Firstly, they should eat less fatty & starchy foods, and increase the consumption of fresh vegetables and fruit. Secondly, they should exercise more often. The amount of exercise should be at least thirty minutes a day, three days a week. It is noted as “Three, three, and three”, a slogan promoted by the Sports Affairs Council. Thirdly, they should walk to work, which only takes about 30 minutes, instead of riding motorcycles. Lastly, they should cut down on snacks and junk food consumption or even leave it out altogether.
Some people may think that genes determine one’s figure. It is true that genes determine one’s figure, but only to certain extent i.e. if only the person is unwilling to adopt a healthy diet and regular exercise.
